Module Aim

The module aims to engage students with the moving image as a specifically visual medium; drawing
on traditions of art, photography and theatre.

Summary Module Description

This module will foreground the importance of narrative sequence as a primarily visual signifying
system, with emphasis on framing, staging, performance and syntagmatic storytelling.

 

It will also provide a thorough grounding in screen grammar, enabling students to organise space in
efficient and creative ways that provide the basis to shoot for the edit.

 

Students will explore and interrogate influences and processes associated with fine art painting, the
theatrical and performance traditions, mise-en-scene, and site specific works.

 

These experiences combined with traditional moving images techniques will enable students to
appreciate alternative approaches to image making that explore form and aesthetic from a broader
perspective.

 

The module will cover the following:

• Telling a visual story
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• Framing and composition

• The grammar of the shot

• Physical movement, staging, stunt and intimacy coordination and camera placement

• Camera movement and actor performance

• Production and costume design

• Sound design

• Post-production and editing
